Indigenous People are seen as having developed talents, abilities and wisdom in helping us to survive

Shift from disconnected houses to people becoming community

Schools – elementary and high schools make food and clothing so do not need stores.  Elementary Schools make vegetable gardens, high schools make food forests and make fabric.  All schooling produces basic needs of community and teaches us how to live rightly. 

We change by waking up – see current for-profit structures as inevitably furthering a fall in consciousness towards sales, ego status, sex, aggression and drugs.  

We see each thing we don’t want as a reflection of consciousness.  When we change consciousness, we change the reflection.

People become healthier by coming off of drug, alcohol and sexual misconduct, domestic violence, crime, truancy, so people are capable of assuming governship. 

As we clear our shadow it clears in the outer.

Spiritual practice helps this healing.

There is a change to a more natural based, ecological paradigm in education.

We change our jobs so we are living in the new reality and so change the community toward what is healthy for human beings, the land, and the future for our children. 

We shift into a more bioregionally self-organizing governance of ourselves and place.  This helps bring self-reliance and strengthens us.

There is no foreign ownership of money.  Money is owned by local, community-owned and island-owned banks or credit unions. 

We take a Ghandian approach to making self-reliant, non-violent economies and then the military will leave. We become self-reliant as we become self-sufficient in food and clothing on the island.

Hawaii could revert back first to being a U.N. territory under International Law.  Then it becomes a Heritage trust, like the Northwest Islands transcending nationalism and recognizing its primary role of protecting our human and bioregional inheritance and so transcends nationalism and serve as an example to others as to how to transcend nationalism.
